(2) that the Parish Council object to the developm  ent proposed in P05/0275 Extension & 1
new dwelling in garden area at 44 Stafford Streetf  or the following reasons: (a) there is
insufficient space on the site for an additional dw elling, therefore over domination and loss
of amenity for the owners of the neighbouring prope rty would result; (b) the proposed
dwelling would be aesthetically inappropriate in a conservation area; (c) there would be an
adverse impact upon highway safety with additional vehicles accessing the site in a
hazardous area subject to an experimental traffic co  ntrol scheme. There is no objection to
proposals for a 2 storey side extension to the exis  ting house.
