P05/0472 Demolish existing house and construct 8 detached houses with double garages @
Moorsfield House, Moorsfield Avenue

Resolved: that whilst there is no objection in pri nciple to development on the site,
objection should be made to the present proposals a s follows:

(1) increased traffic hazards at the A525 junction w  ith Moorsfield Avenue during site works
and following completion of the scheme; (2) the pro posed development will be tapping into
an unadopted sewerage system; (3) housing density i n the surrounding area is low and it is
therefore considered that the density proposed is i nappropriate, especially on such a
small, narrow site; also that attention be drawn t o the obligation to provide affordable
housing and the existence of Tree Preservation Orde rs in the area; and that a site visit to
be requested.

P05/0486 Conservatory @ 10 Salford

Resolved: that no objection be made.

P05/0381 Extension to provide 24 additional bedrooms etc. @ Corbrook Court

Resolved: that the response made on 3rd May be not  ed, i.e. that the existing septic tank
arrangements would be inadequate; and thatincreas  ed traffic would join the A529 at a
point where visibility is limited.
